QUALIFICATION CRITERIA FOR ADMISSION

Considering the criteria laid out by Mizoram University, the qualification criteria of candidates who

are eligible to take admission for the new Academic session are as below:

(i) Bachelor of Arts (BA): All streams with 45% aggregate marks in 10+2 for General and 5%
relaxation for SC/ST/OBC.

(ii) Bachelor of Commerce (B.Com): Preferably with Commerce background with 45% aggregate
marks in 10+2 for General and 5% relaxation for SC/ST/OBC.

(i) Bachelor of Computer Applications (BCA): All streams with 50% aggregate marks in 10+2 for
General and 5% relaxation for SC/ST/OBC.

(iv) Bachelor of Social Work (BSW): All streams with 45% aggregate marks in 10+2 for General and
5% relaxation for SC/ST/OBC.

RESERVATION OF SEATS

The following reservations can be made for the allotment of seats:

(i) 15% for Schedules Castes (SC), 7.5% for Scheduled Tribes (ST), 27% for Other Backward
Classes (OBC), 5% for Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan).

(ii) 5% Sports Quota

(i) 5% for Economically Weaker Section (EWS)
